Located in the centre of Birtley, the home offers full wheelchair access and 
spacious living accommodation. Offering a safe and homely environment, 
guests at Lindisfarne Birtley can enjoy pleasant landscapes and a patio area we 
great views of the area.

The home has its own front entrance with carpark. Also, carpark to the back of 
the building overlooking the country with a tranquil settings.
